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Hanging A Hardtop

You may remember that over thewinter | purchased ahard top for “ The
Blue Besst”. It kept me snug and warm through the winter and redly made
theM’ster an enjoyablecold weaher car. In caseyou hadn't noticed, though,
spring is here. Once it’'s aove 60 degress, it's time to ditch the hard top.
(Though according to Teresa Turbo, anything above freezing is top-down
weather!)

| had | ooked a various scenarios for summer hard top storage, but none
seemed like good solutionsto me. There are vaious carts and wall hanging
devices, as wdl as ceiling haists, but | tend to over-engineer things and the
commercidly avalable hoists seemed alittle “wimpy” to me. So, | took it
upon mysdf to engineer my own hard top hoist system.

It took a Saturday to collect the necessary parts and put it dl together.
Most parts can be sourced fromyou locd home improvement center.

| started by running apiece of 1" angleiron across the rafters and a-
tached it with three 1/4” lag screws. This hardware issimilar to what holds up
your garage door opener. To thisangleiron| atached anindustrial grade 2”
metd pulley and 2" shackle. Next came the top straps.

They wrap under the top and atach to another pulley and shackle. By
using two pulleys, the top rases and lowers with esse. The rope runs dong
the celling to another pulley in the corner, and then down the wall to a deat
that issolidly mounted into awall stud.

To raise the top, simply pull the car under the hoist, undo the latches
and slip the strgps under the top. A few tugs on the rope and your top is
hanging out of the way a ceiling height!

If you would like a custom made top hoist of your own, just let me
know. | would be happy to put together a package for you with or without
instdlation.

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A Clean Engine Compartment For The Doctor

Therehave been timeswhen my kids, or other closeacquaintances, have actudly suggested that | need to find something
useful to do instead of spending so much timecleaning and driving my Miata | don’ t understand what they mean, since | just

supposed that every body cleans the engine compartment of their car.

Theoriginad owner of my car had decided to have the car Ziebarted, which wouldn’ t have been abig ded, but asaresult
of the rustproofing, theengine compartment have asubstantia coating of what can charitably be described as a brown goo that
was essentidly everywhere Even though | was one of the few peoplewho ever saw it, it slowly got on my nerves enough that |

decided to do something aout it. | read posts on the Miaaforum and at
Miaanet and saw that there were several ways to gpproach this job, so |
thought | would share them with you and then tell you what | did. The
important thing toremember isthat oncethecompatment is cean, keeping
it deanisactually pretty simple

The easiest way to get the engine compartment clean is to take it
somewhere that specializes in steam cleaning car engines. If your
compartment isredly thepits asaresult of your extensive off-road driving,
this might be agood way to go. It certainly is agood way to avoid abig
mess and col orful phrases.

The second way is to take it to the coin-op car wash and use the
degrease setting on the hose, dong wit a good engine degreaser. This
gpproach makes mefairly nervous, since you haveto bepretty caref ul dbout
not getting water in thespark plug holes. In addition, I'm surethat whatever
isused asasolvent at the car wash would al so be pretty hard on your paint
if youweren'treally careful.

The gpproach | took ended up being pretty simple and only took
about half an hour. If you'reinto D1Y, youwill nead the following:

1) A good engine degreaser, which you canbuy a any partsstore

2) A rall of thoseblue paper shop towe s, agan, buy a theparts store

3) A couple of sponges tha you won’t mind throwing away

4) Possibly a tgpered brush of some kind for thosereally tight places

5) A bunch of doth towelsto spreed over the fenderswhileyou’re working
6) The garden hose

7) Possibly a pair of rubber glovesto protect your hands

Get the job stated by taking a break. Make sure tha engine is
lukewarm to the touch or cool er. Pop open thehood and then spread your
towds over the fenders in case you slop some of the degreaser where it
shouldn’t go. | started by lightly gpplying thedegreaser to the undersideof
thehood and thenletting it set for afew minutes. You don't want it todry,
but you should let it work for aminuteor so. Takea dump (technical term)
of your blue shop towels and wipe the degreaser off and throw the paper
towds away. Continue this process throughout the engine compartment
until you havethewhol e engine dean. Usethebrush for tight places or just
reapply somedegresser and wait alittlelonger. You can d so usethe sponges
for stubbor n spots. After you have thewhol e compartment dean, cover the
distributor and the spark plugs and wireswith sometowel s and then gently
rinsethat compartment out with thehoseand then dry it with sometowels
orjust drive thecar around for afew minutes.

After thisis done, you can put a quick coat of Nu-Finish or some
other wax on theunderside of thehood and firewa . Thiswil | keepitlooking
pretty nice After dl thisis done, just wipe theunderside of the hood, etc.
every other carwash or so and it will stay pretty nicelooking.

Until next time, remember that there may be more useful thingsto do
than deaning and driving your Miata but we know that hardly any of them
are asmuch fun.
